CALL TO ORDER: 	The meeting was called to order by Sandy Anderson at approximately 7:00pm and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited. Member’s present were Sandy Anderson, Bill Bailey, Jodi Fairchild, and Adam Reese. Dean Roney, Tony Pecorella and Frank Sabol were absent.  We have a quorum. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  
A favorable made a motion to approve the minutes, as written, of the August 5, 2024, Planning Commission meeting. The motion was made by Jodi Fairchild and Sandy Anderson with all voting in favor. The motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS:	None.


ZONING REPORT:	Tiffany Kramer submitted a report showing permits issued from September 2, 2024 to October 7, 2024 showing 7 permits issued.

NEW BUSINESS: 	Review of a preliminary plot plan for Robert Sheldon (estate) at 8471 Lexington Rd, Tax parcel ID 24-21075000400 was discussed.  The proposal was to subdivide a current parcel into 3 lots, each containing separate septic systems.  LOT A, 3.3755 acres.  LOT B, 2.1947 acres.  LOT C, 7.4148 acres.  In discussion the review revealed the following issues:

1.  There are current, outstanding property maintenance and nuisance violation letters from the township to the property owner.

2. The total acreage of the listed proposed subdivided parcels does not equal the total acreage of the current parcel listed on the county assessment website.

3. The submitted plot plan shows a shed on LOT A, on a proposed new property line not meeting set back requirements.

4. The property owner or other outside professional involved in creating the proposed plan were not present to present the plan, clarify or answer any questions.

The Planning Commission would be seeking issues 1 and 3 addressed and explanation of issue 2 before further consideration of the plan.

Lot size, and frontage of the proposed plan appear to meet zoning requirements.
