Bulk Item Collection Change

Bulk Collection is a convenient service for
disposing of large household items that
are too big to fit in your regular trash cart.
This includes items such as:

 Furniture (e.g., sofas, chairs, mattresses)
« Appliances (e.g., washers, dryers)

o Carpet rolls (cut and bundled)

« Other oversized household items

Residents may place one (1) bulk item out
for collection one time per month during
their designated bulk collection week.
Your bulk collection week will occur during the second week of each month,
please see the collection calendar for your 2026 schedule. Bulk collection
must be scheduled at least 48 hours in advance through your My WM Account
or online at wm.com/bulky.

During your bulk collection week, additional bulk items may be collected for
$35 each. These must be prepaid and scheduled at least 48 hours before your
designated bulk week.

Trash Collection

o Trash is collected weekly on Monday or Wednesday. Your service day will
remain the same.

o All trash must be bagged and tied. Trash should not be placed loose inside
any carts or bins.

Recycling Collection

e Recycling is collected weekly on Monday or Wednesday. Your service day
will remain the same.

o Recyclables must be placed directly inside your recycling cart or bin - do not
bag your recyclables. Material outside of the cart or bin will not be collected.
Residents are not required to use a WM provided cart, but one can be rented
for a quarterly fee.

o Please break down cardboard and paperboard before placing them inside
your cart. Do not bag recyclables.

Service Guidelines

o Keep loose plastic bags out of your cart. Return them to a local retail or
grocery store.
Place your carts at least 3 feet apart oy ‘—’@—’ —

and 3 feet away from any obstacles

(trees, cars, mailboxes, etc.) to allow the automatic arm to lift and empty the
carts. Place the wheels of the cart toward your house.
